COMMUNITY AWARENESS PROGRAM (CAP)

Guided by he principle that every citizen has a role to play in keeping our communities and our
nation safe, The CELL, in partnership with the Colorado Information Analysis Center (CIAC),
developed the Community Awareness Program (CAP). Taught by members of libesgiay
community throughout Colorado, the CAP is a free, interactive course that provides citizens with
the basic tools needed to recognize and help prevent terrorist and criminal activity in their
hometowns, while preserving civil liberties protecbgtthe U.S. Constitution.

Launched in March 2011, the CAP curriculum was vetted and approved by the U.S. Department
of Homeland Security and the U.S. Department of Justice. Developed in line with the U.S.
Department of Homeland Securif§You See Something, Say Something™ campaign, the CAP is

a follow up effort to The CELLOs award winning vid8egognizing 8 Signs of Terrorism,

released in 2009. As the program expands, the CAP is anticipated to become a national model
for state terrorism prevention and preparedness.

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EXHIBIT CURRICULUM

The CELL has devefzed a comprehensive educational curriculum for high school and university
level classes, which further guides students and teachers through the material explored in the
exhibit.

The 25 lessonplans are designed to prepare students for the future byndgpahem evaluate

news about terrorism, understand the root causes of terrorism, and ultimately, take action to help
prevent it. The lesson plans are written to assist teachers in preparation for class visits to The
CELL and include both general and specigssons for prgisit, at the exhibit, and posisit.

All curriculum material is designed for students who are juniors and seniors in high school, or
older. The exhibit is not appropriate for students under the age of 14.

Each lesson lists several thie Colorado Model Content Standards that it meets to help justify
inclusion in their curriculum. The higher order thinking skills engendered by the lessons also
help high school juniors and seniors prepare for the level of critical thinking and analysis
expected in college or the workplace.
